V. Guest Speakers
A. Anthony Brazouski – Whitewater Unified School District

Anthony Brazouski: Good evening. I’m here to talk about the referendum that will be on the April 1st ballot. I have a doctorate in leadership and public policy, Got my masters in leadership. Masters of business administration from Whitewater. I have a lot of connections to the Whitewater community. My role for the school district is Director of Business and Human services, so I basically deal with all of our finance and HR stuff. I wanted to just provide an overview.
In our community, there is kind of a district scorecard. When we look at things we’ve heard a lot in the community, you may see some big signs by some folks who don’t do too much homework, they just like to put their opinions up on those signs, but we are in fact increasing in math letters, literacy, ACT scores, attendance, participating, career and technical planning, then most importantly staff morale. The way that we work with those, the staff morale is a piece through surveys. Unfortunately, math and English language arts is really low across the country. In 2022, the forward exam, 35% of our students were proficient or above. Last year 49.7% of our students are. This is not where we want to be, but we are continually moving forward.
In your world of student government, if you want to look it up, Wisconsin did pass Act 20, Act 20 is a literacy bill in which us older folks who went to school had a lot of phonics, and then this whole language thing came on and phonics kind of went away and students were taught to just kind of decipher language by looking at patterns. We found that people were not able to read as well as they should have. Unfortunately, there’s probably generations that did not experience phonics and have difficulty reading. So by going back to the basics and really working that into our curriculum, we saw a significant gain. We’re hoping next year to see that similar gain again. I’m trying to give you all information on why we are here, asking for money. Not everyone goes to college, not everyone will be sitting in a room like this, that’s the way it works. In high school, what we were looking to do is to create industry certifications. Those are certifications that are recognized by things like the nursing association, or mechanics, as they go into the trades. It’s a certification, not credits. We see a steady jump in enrollment for our technical education classes. That is foods, metals, construction, automotive, and nursing. We have some kids who are taking classes and earning college credit at the university, but also at technical colleges. Duel enrollment. We have hundreds of students doing that. We have two students this year who are graduating from Whitewater High School with associate degrees, as well as their high school diplomas. We want to cut the gap between high school and post-secondary work. The board sat down to come up with ideas from the surveys. That referendum would be on the ballot April 1st, it’s a capital referendum, one time bonding. 
We did a facility study. We have a link on our website to show it. We found out we have three main needs. Infrastructure, safety security, and student spaces. We have a HVAC electrical plumbing system, we have doors and windows that are currently failing, parking lots that are constantly underwater. Hazards, trips, slips, and falls. Number one killer of any company out there. Our Middle School, around 3:00 on an afternoon is kind of suicidal. There are buses, cars, kids, and it’s crazy. Middle schoolers are all around, like squirrels, it’s not a safe situation. We want to look at the design of our buildings. You want your buses separated from your parent drop-offs, so you don’t have kids crossing over. We want to upgrade our old security camera systems, they are grainy, ugly, and don’t store things very long. We want to expand student spaces, like technical education. We have a lot to expand on there. Agricultural program, our live animals are being stored in what used to be a storage area because that is the only place we can fit them. We would want the space. Cafeteria and kitchen too. We can’t add more lunch periods. Auditorium, the high school is the newest building in the district, built 32 years ago. Most of you weren’t alive when it was built, and it has not been touched. Our tennis courts are on their last life. 
$94 a year per home. By 2046, it is down to 24 cents. Mill rate has been dropping. You can stop by the district office, easy to find, we want to get information out on the vote. You are a large vote, and we want to give you information. 
Questions: 

Q: Speaker Wilson: How do we tell our constituents how this affects them and why they should vote? In three bullet points. 
A: We want to best prepare our students for the future, to do so we need to upgrade our facilities. The way public schools are currently funded, does not allow schools to raise enough money to keep up with the bills. We have big things which need to be fixed. Last part is the stability of this town comes from people who move here and pay taxes here. They want a desirable school district, more people will move here, and it will help the economy.  
 
Q: Sen. Boll: When would all of this construction take place if this does pass? 
A: The short answer is most likely about a year from when the vote will be. Spring of 2026.  
 
Q: Sen. Schmidt: What is there different between an operational referendum and a capitol referendum? 
A: One asks can we borrow money to get a project done. The other asks can we ask you for more taxes every year to provide for these operations.
 
Q: Parliamentarian Erwin: How long after the construction is done, will it be before there will need to be another major renovation to help with the infrastructure and security systems? 
A: It’s going to go into an operational one next year. Every five years it has one. 
 
Q: Director Smith: What would happen if this did not pass? 
A: We have the spaces, we would do the best to equip these spaces however we can. We would need to say no to a lot of kids. We would probably have to just continue going about business as we can. If it doesn't pass I would probably advise the board to go back to the table and pick a smaller number.  
 
Q: Deputy Speaker Petreikis: Do you have percentages?
A: I do know that once you look at the student spaces piece, you have the tech ed part alone that if 4.2, cafeteria is a million and a half, tennis courts about three hundred and fifty thousand, and then a million. Student spaces are nearly half. The other two would share the other half. The middle school project is 1.2 million for the bus part. 
 
Q: Sen. Schmidt: If this doesn't pass, will you need to relocate funds? 
A: Absolutely.  
 
Q: Deputy Speaker Petreikis: You mentioned there was an accident by the middle school’s drop off? 
A: No there wasn’t. There have been close calls.  
 
Q: Sen. Esterholm: As an education major, since you brought up phonics, you brought up a lot of school districts got away from teaching major phonics, and we’re getting back to that, is that all of Wisconsin or just here? 
A: It is all of Wisconsin. Wisconsin Act 20, passed last year, mandating it now.  
 
Q: Sen. Gross: Speaking of jobs, are there any way here that college students here could kind of be tutors? 
A: Yes. We have volunteer forums.  
 
Q: Sen. Miller: For report card, what is the achievement and growth rate compared to state average?
A: I do know we are above the state average. I would need to get back to you with specifics. 
 
Q: Parliamentarian Erwin: Could you go more into the career and technical education program portion?
A: It’s hard to see on the screen. Manufacturing, welding, fabrication, 3D modeling, construction, auto, small engines, more. 
 
Q: Deputy Speaker Petreikis: I think getting students certified is really cool. 
A: Some of your were fortunate enough, my day we were not. CNA program and lots of industry programs. 
 
Q: Sen. Schmidt: How does Whitewater’s college and career readiness compare to other schools in the area?
A: Politically loaded question, fun one. It’s fairly new to Wisconsin, around for five years. Metrics aren’t predictable. Increase and growth better than states.
 
Q: Sen. Keebler: This will affect property tax, right? Will it affect a property owner or us more? 
A: It will go to the property owner, but then it might get passed onto you by a landlord.
